A fantastic photo of Reigning Masters who attended our 
Reigning Masters Degree. On 10th. January 
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Masonic Hall Centenary 1924-2024 
By the end of 1923, work was well underway 
in building after the various problems with 
Provincial Grand Lodge and Lanarkshire 
Building Control were resolved. Bro. James 
Patrick was appointed Master of Works for 
the building and reported to Wm. Baird        

Architect that children were playing of the site and he was 
worried about potential damage to the property. Munro & 
Junor were instructed to make the site safe and a        
Watchman was appointed at a rate of 20/- per week !   
A major alternation to the Main Hall was agreed, the original 
plan was to have a large Committee Room in the West 
(about one third of the present floor space) with a partition 
wall between the Committee Room and the Hall. The new 
proposal was to discontinue the Committee Room and     
extend the Main Hall to the West wall as it is today. The 
plaster work was also extended as was the repositioning of 
the pillars. Today if you look at the Main Hall ceiling, there 
are no loft windows at the West end this was where the 
Committee Room was to be. The windows in the Main Hall 
ceiling were to let in natural light from the windows in the 
roof, which were only disposed of when the building was            
re-roofed in the early 1980`s.

The Grand Lodge was 
established just before California 
became a State in the 1850`s and 
flourished until the earthquake 
and subsequent fire disaster of 
1906 destroyed most of the city

As seen in 
the photo left the Temple was 
destroyed and had to be     
demolished. It was not until 
the mid 1950`s that work 
started on the magnificent 
new Temple. The building is 
a work of art with Masonic 
frescos through out the   
building. The main auditorium can seat 3,000 and is used 
for Grand Lodge Communications and concerts. With top 
acts having played there. It also has an underground can 
park which can take 400 cars !. I was very well received by 
the Grand Lodge Staff and was given gifts which will be a 
valuable addition to our new Display Cabinet.
