To stand at the last post service at the Menin Gate in Ypres, only 
minutes before to see for the first time a picture of Thomas       
Robertson who I had spent so much time researching was such an 
overwhelming experience. I only hope that the research and our 
trip there to not only remember Thomas but all the Brethren from 
Lodge St Bryde during those terrible years will go a little way in 
repaying our Brethren from that time for their sacrifices.
