The first RWM

Recently | have been finishing some research
that | started around a year ago to determine
the resting place of our first RWM, William J
Easton. William is the first ever member of the
Lodge to sign the roll book and he did so on
the 7th of February 1876. At the time he was
employed as a writer, residing in Glasgow, he
was a founder member of the Lodge. Prior to affiliating to
Lodge St.Bryde he was a member of St.John Glasgow
number 3 bis.

William J Easton was married to Sarah Jane Scott. He died
on the 16th of March 1895 at the age of 63 and at the time
of his death he resided at 15 Victoria Crescent, Downhill,
Glasgow. His funeral took place on the 19th of March 1895
at St Mary’s church in Dunblane. This was where the
Easton family originated and the family have a plot in the
cemetery.

Unfortunately the two family stones are very badly worn,
however | contacted the church who have original lair
records which records the original inscription on the stone.
